Bing candy bars were my favorite when I was a kid growing up in Nebraska.  Recently I decided to see if they were still available, and they are, but mostly in Nebraska, and on Amazon.  They are very expensive.  My brother sent me some and they are still as good as I remember them.  I found this recipe that is supposed to be a clone of the candy bars. 
Ingredients:

2 cups sugar

½ cup butter

Pinch salt

12 large marshmallows

2/3 cup evaporated milk

5 oz. cherry chips

12 oz. semi-sweet chocolate chips

2/3 cup peanut butter

½ cup finely chopped peanuts

Directions (Makes 36 bars):
Combine sugar, butter, salt, marshmallows and evaporated milk, and boil for 5 minutes. Stir constantly as this mixture can scorch easily. Remove from heat, stir in cherry chips until melted and pour into a buttered 9 x 13 pan. Chill until set. Melt chocolate chips and peanut butter, either in microwave or on the stovetop and stir in peanuts.  Pour over cherry mixture and chill again until set.
